Transfer Guide Reference Sheet

Transfer Guides for the Arizona public community colleges are now available through the Arizona Course Applicability System (CAS). There are two ways to access Transfer Guides – in a static format, and in an interactive format. Following are instructions about how to access both versions of the transfer guides.

Please be aware that regardless of which version of the transfer guides you choose to access, you will be seeing the same program information. The benefit to using the interactive transfer guides is that you can enter transfer coursework already completed, or planned to be completed in the future, and see how that coursework will apply to the requirements in your program.

Static Transfer Guides:
1) Go to the AZTransfer – Community College page at http://www.aztransfer.com/CCStudent
2) Click on the “Transfer Guides” icon.

3) Click on Northern Arizona University

4) Follow the steps on the Request a Static Transfer Guide page
5) Choose the institution you want to transfer to (Northern Arizona University)

6) Your transfer guide will open in a new window

Interactive Transfer Guides (My Plans)

(U.Select member account required – free and easy to set up!)

1) Go to u.select homepage and login -https://az.transfer.org:8080/cas
2) First, you may create and save a record of any coursework you have completed at the community college, or coursework you plan to take. This is not required to run a Plan, but is recommended for students while planning in preparation for transfer.

a) Click the "My Courses" link, under the heading "Courses"

b) Click the "Add Course" button, then follow the instructions

c) ALWAYS choose your courses using the "Select from Course Catalog" option

d) Choose the year and term the course was taken, select a category/prefix, then select the course, enter a grade in the box and place a check mark in the Add column and click "Add Courses"

3) Create a Plan

a) Click the "Create a Plan" link, under the heading "Programs" 

b) Choose the school you want to transfer to (Northern Arizona University)

c) Choose your program or major (there are more choices for some programs)

d) Choose a Academic Year (catalog year of when you started at the community college and have been continuously enrolled, if not, choose the year you will start at the university), then choose "Request a Plan" and click Next and on next screen, click Submit

e) Refresh the page until the Plan Status is Complete and click on the Program heading to view the Plan

For NAU Program Information, and how "My Courses" satisfy the requirements for your program, choose "Request a Plan"

OR choose a Cross-Reference Planning Guide

For NAU Program Information, equivalent transfer courses from a community college, and how "My Courses" satisfy the requirements for your program, follow steps 3. a-d, but for step e. choose "Request a Plan with equivalencies", click Next
Choose the community college you have attended and will be transferring courses from
Choose a year and term you would plan on taking courses at the community college, and click "Next"
Click "Submit"
Refresh the page until the Plan Status is Complete and click on the Program heading to view the Plan
