Changes to YiA AmeriCorps program in 2010


Both mentors and members interested in serving a 2nd term with YiA should be aware of many significant program changes.


Members in 2010 can begin their service directly after attending new member orientation.  New member orientations will take place throughout October and November 09.  


At the latest, all members in 2010 must complete their assignments by December 31, 2010.


New mentors will be required and current mentors encouraged to attend new mentor orientation.  Mentor training will take place on Tues, Oct. 13th from 4:30-6:00PM.  Location: SBS-W (Bldg. 70, Rm. 205)


YiA will conduct a FBI fingerprinted background check and a National Sex Offender Registry search conducted prior to beginning service.  If I have a prior conviction or if my site is a NAU designated sensitive assignment I must also go through an additional NAU background check.  This cost has been built into the site cash match this year.


Members will be required to attend 3 Service EDC’s, mandatory orientation, training workshops and summer conference.


New assignments for 2010 will be posted to YiA website by mid-end September.
