III.     DISCUSSION

           A.  Degree Audit Update – The degree audit team is working with the liaisons from the academic units to 
                 show what has been established.  Currently the team is in the last 2 weeks of meetings.  Starting 3/10/03 
                 the degree audit team will move to the testing phase using real student data.  Student records had to 
                 transfer to the new system, then DA is able to work through issues that occur.  Behind the scenes there are 
                 several steps that take place before the student sees their report.  Student information is entered in the 
                 system, transfer credit evaluation- translating into detail to show course by course what the student took 
                 and how it translates at NAU.  This transcript evaluation process will continue with all new students.  The 
                 new system will allow multiple major codes, minor codes, emphasis codes, and all individual pieces  
                 students are working on to show in the system.  Student records are being review piece by piece so that 
                 students will have a complete degree audit.  By Fall ’03 all pieces should be in place and DA will again 
                 meet with liaisons and do testing to find any issues that may have been missed.
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
