           A.  Degree Audit Update – no update.   

          B.  Presentation of Liberal Studies Proposal by Liberal Studies representative- DISTRIBUTED  
                 ELECTRONICALLY 3/24/03 – the main differing features between the CED and Liberal Studies proposal 
                 are that the  Liberal Studies has a 6 hour requirement, the CED proposal has a 12 hour requirement.  
                 Liberal Studies allows the course to be used in any part of the student’s curriculum; the CED is a separate 
                 theme block.  There are articulation issues which Liberal Studies addresses, but must be clearly defined 
                 with the community colleges.  There is no requirement in the AGEC that students must have a diversity 
                 course.  The Liberal studies document was requested by the UCC in reaction to receiving the CED 
                 proposal.  Liberal Studies is looking to revamp the current liberal studies requirements, which include 
                 these ethnic studies requirements.   The UCC suggested a change to the title “Global Diversity” 
                 requirement to “Non-Western Perspectives” as the current title is not representative of the requirement.  

                 The UCC would both proposals to clearly differentiate whether it is a Liberal Studies requirement and a 
                 University requirement.  
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
