Justification for proposal:

1.  The AIS faculty desires that a course in indigenous research methods and issues, AIS 350, be a core course for the major.  The total number of required course hours for the major remains unchanged because the number of electives is reduced to 9 from 12.
2.  The electives list needs to have additional AIS courses (if approved) listed as electives.  The faculty of AIS has reviewed many other courses which are relevant to the major and have expanded the list of potential electives significantly.  We have added a requirement that electives be selected from a variety of disciplines.  Our goal is to prevent a student from creating a “mini-minor” within the electives.  We want them to have broad exposure to the disciplines that are relevant for Applied Indigenous Studies.
3.  A new Emphasis Area, Applied Indigenous Cultural Resource Management will meet the needs of many students wishing to seek employment with tribes in this important and growing area of management on and off reservations.  NAU has the courses required for this to be a useful and complete emphasis area for AIS students taking an extended major.
4.  The Applied Indigenous Knowledge Emphasis has major changes that make the emphasis correct in terms of course content and coverage.  Somehow, the current catalogue requirements as listed are not correct and overlap to an unacceptable degree with other emphasis areas.  The proposed changes are required for this emphasis area to be correct.  In addition AIS is creating a new course, AIS 470, that is needed for this emphasis area.
