Course Overview

That human affairs focus on recurring themes presents itself in repetitive histories and in art.  The relationship between men and women, strife in families, power and its corrupting possibilities and the role of God or religion in human affairs have dominated discussions of foreign and domestic policy and remain central in the Humanities.  It is a central tenet of the humanities that studying great works of art help us clarify the concepts that make up these themes.  In this course we will focus on the above-mentioned themes (gender relationships, the role of families, “appropriate” applications of power and the ongoing influence of religion in human affairs) as we read six works of literature: Oedipus Rex, Medea, The Symposium, Lysistrata, The Inferno, and Anthony and Cleopatra.  The study of the Humanities encompasses all artistic expressions.  You will choose three of these works to pair with a different art form from a time period also of your choosing.  We will deal with primary texts only, forging our own theories and criticism as we go.  I will help you research other art forms to find the three works you will bring to the class for discussion and for your paper writing.

General Objectives

W.H. Auden counts Anthony and Cleopatra as his favorite Shakespeare play—or at least the one he would save if he could save but one.  Each of our works holds a similar place of honor in the minds of contemporary artists.  One objective of this class is to appreciate these works in the context of their huge importance in the intellectual history we share.   A secondary objective is to practice thinking about connections between disparate art forms and their further relationship to our healthy and constructive thinking about world events.   Finally we have an objective to write well about these crucial themes.  This course fulfills the liberal studies requirement for aesthetic and humanistic inquiry.  We will work on the skills of creative thinking, critical thinking and critical writing. 

Evaluation Methods and Assignments

You will write three papers of 3-5 pages.  Each student will choose three of our primary works.  You will additionally choose three works contemporary with the work you chose but from a different genre.  Your paper’s thesis must be approved by your professor and must synthesize one of our themes with two works of art.  (An example:  Euripides’ Medea, with A. Feurbach’s “Medea and her Children” in conjunction with the theme of power.  Another example:  Aristophanes’ Lysistrata, with The Lysistrata Project in conjunction with gender.)  Each of these papers will be worth twenty points.

You will come to class prepared for discussion.  Your informed participation will be worth ten points.

You will write a term paper.  This paper will be an expansion of one of your short papers into a longer paper (12-15 pages).  You will include your original pairing plus one of the three works of art that you had not yet addressed in your writing.  We will discuss this paper as the semester progresses.  It will be worth thirty points. 

Grading

There are 100 points possible in this class, 100-90 earns an A;

89-80 earns a B; 79-70 earns a C; 69-60 earns a D; 59 or less, results in failure.

Please be in close contact with the professor about course expectations if you do not understand them.  The earlier we discuss potential problems the sooner we can solve them.  Plagiarism, indeed academic dishonesty of any kind, will not be tolerated.  Please see your student handbook for further information.
