Course Description
This course assumes for its historical focus the period between ca.1550 and 1800 and will be concerned almost exclusively with western Europe, particularly England, France, Germany, and Austria but also the United States.  Within this temporal and geographic frame, we will consider major ideas and issues as they have been affected by, are reflected in and result from a diversity of cultural influences and artistic achievements in order to consider questions of human value and meaning.  We will explore these themes through class lecture/discussion and study of selected arts, specifically music and the visual arts.  The student will find that some background in history, philosophy and the arts generally will prove useful though not absolutely necessary.

This course satisfies the Liberal Studies requirements in the following areas:

1.  Distribution Block: Aesthetic and Humanistic Inquiry.

2.  Thematic Focus: Valuing the Diversity of Human Experience.

3.  Essential Skills: Critical Thinking, Critical Reading.

Course Format
The format of this course will be primarily lecture/discussion involving selected text materials and analysis of various works of art.  The student should feel free to ask questions at any time.

Course Objectives
The following constitute the course objectives:

1.  Students will be able to demonstrate knowledge of course basics through the identification of important dates, events, places, artistic expressions, persons, and principal stylistic characteristics of these cultural eras.

2.  Students will be able to demonstrate both a critical understanding of the relationship between salient ideas and their manifestation in the arts, how these ideas are embodied in the structural or creative procedures utilized by various artists and how the artists use their own cultural experiences to shape the work itself.  They will do this by defining terms, identifying and explaining principal themes expressed in artistic works, and analyzing and interpreting relationships between artistic expressions and social and cultural influences

3.  Through essays and class discussions, students will be able to demonstrate the ability to (1) identify, analyze and evaluate major themes and core issues in the arts of these eras (2) reflect significantly on the cultural period being examined and its implications for their own lives and (3) communicate their insights and questions in a clear and concise manner through class discussion .

Evaluation

Students’ achievement of the course objectives will be assessed by two in-class examinations, one quiz, and a comprehensive final examination.  The examinations will include a combination of objective questions, short answers and extended essays.  The examinations will evaluate their achievement with respect to the objectives listed above.  Objective questions will be used to assess the students’ ability to recognize important people, events and artistic works in the Baroque and Neo-Classic eras.  Essay questions will assess the students’ ability to identify major themes and core issues in the arts of these periods, analyze and reflect critically on these issues, and evaluate the significance of their cultural origins. 

Assignments

Examinations will be based on readings in the textbooks, lectures and class discussions.  Much of this material will be covered in class and through study guides.  Some will not.  The student is responsible for all assigned material.

Examinations

 Examinations, including the final, are each worth 100 points.  The quiz is worth 50 points.  Essay questions will be graded equally on content and form (yes, writing skills will be a significant factor).

Grading System

The final course grade will be calculated by averaging together the exams and the quiz.  100-90 = A, 89-80 = B, 79-70 = C, 69-60 =- D, below 60% = F.  The instructor reserves the right to administer additional quizzes or collect study guides if it is deemed necessary.
