COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course utilizes the expertise of the Humanities program’s faculty in their various disciplines.  Depending on which professor teaches the course, the Asian cultural area as well as the disciplinary focus of the course will vary from one semester to another.  For example, disciplinary approaches may be music history, art history, literary criticism, cultural studies; the content areas may be South Asian (India), China, Japan, Central Asia, etc.  Through exposure to the varying disciplinary approaches and content areas, the student will be enabled to gain fuller appreciation of the multicultural facets encompassed by the Humanities and will be provided the opportunity to expand her or his understandings of  the diversity of the human experience.

LIBERAL STUDIES COURSE INFORMATION

This course satisfies the liberal studies requirements in the following areas:

COURSE OBJECTIVES

Successful completion of this course will enable a student to

1. identify major themes and core issues in the literature (critical reading), and to reflect sufficiently on their distance from the world of the text and to formulate questions of understanding (critical thinking, Valuing the Diversity of Human Experience)

2. demonstrate a grasp of basic concepts and facility with basic methods of  interdisciplinary inquiry (critical thinking, critical reading, knowledge of the field)

3. explain  and contrast differences in heritage and traditions among  the traditions presented (Humanistic Inquiry, Valuing the Diversity of Human Experience, critical thinking, critical reading)

4. explain and identify a variety of humanistic expressions originating from the cultures being explored and explain these expressions as to their significance

EVALUATION METHODS
1. A final examination and two semester examinations (100 points each)

2. A Thematic Analysis Paper (100 points)

ASSESSMENT OF OUTCOMES

Examinations with include both objective and essay questions. The objective portion of the examinations will assess course objectives one, two, and four (identify, define, and explain basic ideas, events, and consequences in the historical and cultural context of the area).  The essay section of the examinations will assess the students’ progress in course objectives two, three, and four (a grasp of basic methods and concepts, as well as analysis of themes and issues presented by the humanities).

In a 5 to 7 page thematic analysis paper, the student, in consultation with the instructor, will choose a specific humanistic theme. The student will explore and analyze manifestations of that theme as it is woven into at least three humanistic expressions found in the culture. The student will be given the opportunity to employ the essential skills in an analysis, synthesis, and reflection on the diversity of the human experience building toward deeper cultural understanding. For example, if the semester’s focus was India, the student might explore the following Sanskrit poem:

A body that encompasses the entire world;

Speech that abounds everywhere;

Jewelry that is the moon and sun;

You embody the divine expression of truth.

The student would be expected to explore and provide specific examples of how dance (the body), literature and music (speech), and the visual arts (jewelry) have a unitary nature in Indian thought.

LEARNING PORTFOLIO

The assigned Thematic Analysis Essay is designed to assess your ability to read with critical understanding, to think analytically, to interpret meaning from a variety of humanistic forms. You will communicate your understanding in clear, accurate, and effective writing. This assignment might be a particularly useful one to include in your Learning Portfolio, since it encompasses at least three of the essential skills emphasized within the Liberal Studies program of Northern Arizona University.

GRADING SYSTEM

COURSE POLICIES
· Challenges to Assigned Grades and Re-writes

· Challenges to evaluations and requests to re-write papers are welcomed. They demonstrate that you are seriously thinking about the material in the course. However, they will only be considered when presented in writing. This will accomplish two goals: (1) a written format provides you with the opportunity to present an articulate and well-considered argument (and, therefore, more likely to be favorably considered); and (2) a written request provides a record of the grade transaction in case there are questions at a later time. Challenges and requests for re-writes must be submitted within one week of the return of the graded assignment. Re-writes are accepted only after a meeting with the instructor.

· Attendance

· At the request of Financial Aids and the Registrar, class attendance will be taken. It is the students’ responsibility to notify the instructor at the end of a class in case of tardiness or not having heard their names called. Absences will remain on record if this has not been done at the end of the class period.

· Make-Up Policy

· Unless the absence is a medical emergency, the approval to provide a make-up exam or accept a late paper must be obtained during a personal conference with the instructor prior to the scheduled evaluation date. No make-up examinations will be given or late papers accepted unless there is a valid documented in writing excuse from a doctor, hospital, or agreed upon third party, or an Institutional Excuse presented in accordance with university guidelines. As a rule of thumb, accepted late papers will be lowered one grade point. All make-up examinations will be given the second hour of the final exam period. At the discretion of the instructor, the make-up may or may not be a duplicate of the missed examination.

· Incomplete

· NAU policy is not to assign a grade of Incomplete except in extreme circumstances that are documented to be beyond the student’s control. An incomplete is never given because a student is dissatisfied with a final grade and hopes to complete additional post-course work to improve the grade.

· Withdrawal
