Philosophy has traditionally had two main areas of concentration -- on the one hand, questions about what ultimately exists and what we truly know (epistemology, metaphysics and logic), and on the other hand, questions about the good life for human beings, individually or collectively (ethics and political philosophy). Because of the relative infrequency with which the courses could be offered, we currently require that they take a course in at least one. We are now able to offer them more frequently.
