Program Options

As an elementary education major, you may participate in one of three basic program options, as described in the following paragraphs.

School-Based Programs

You complete your professional courses, which encompass all required major courses and several electives, over two semesters. You spend several hours most days working with children in public school classrooms under the supervision of cooperating teachers and NAU faculty members.

Cohort Programs

You complete your professional courses over three semesters, taking 9 hours of education coursework on campus each semester. You also usually take 6 hours of liberal studies courses or electives each semester. In addition, you work with children in public school classrooms each semester under the supervision of cooperating teachers and NAU faculty members.

Traditional Program

We offer the professional courses on campus in a flexible scheduling format within a recommended sequence. You can complete this program in two semesters, during which you do at least 45 hours of work with children in public school classrooms.

Teacher Preparation in Secondary Education

To teach in grades 7 through 12, you must have a teaching major and a teaching minor or an extended teaching major in another department. Refer to the academic area in which you plan to major (for example, chemistry or English) for information about specific requirements for your major and/or minor, such as special methods courses or other requirements.
