Prerequisites

Permission of the instructor. Priority will be given to students enrolled as a music major or minor. Students who cannot be accommodated will be notified before the drop deadline.

Description

Instrumental Chamber Music:  non-conducted, one-on-a part small ensemble for instrumentalists (primarily trios, quartets or quintets).

Outcomes

Students enrolled in chamber music will become acquainted with the literature and learn to be a contributing member to a small group - especially in the areas of leadership, self-discipline, rehearsal techniques, performance experience, etc. Students will demonstrate regular technical and musical growth resulting in a quality public performance at the end of the semester.

Structure
Each student will be placed in an appropriate ensemble.  Each ensemble will meet for a minimum of two hour-long periods each week.  One of these sessions will be a rehearsal without the instructor present; the other session will be a coaching with the instructor. Students will be expected to come to rehearsals with their parts learned, and are encouraged to take their ensemble music to their respective studio teachers for individual help.

Materials
All music, scores and recordings are available in Cline Library or can be  purchased for the School of Music. However, students are encouraged to purchase their own chamber music parts, scores and recordings for their personal libraries.   Students are required to bring a score, pencil and stand to every rehearsal and coaching.

Outline

Course consists of weekly rehearsals and coachings in preparation for the end of the semester performance.

Grading
Attendance, preparation, improvement, attitude, participation and the public performance quality of each student will be considered in determining the final grade. A student who attends all rehearsals, coachings and performances on time, has his/her part well prepared and makes excellent progress in ensemble preparation and performance during each rehearsal will to receive a grade of “A” in the course. Failure to meet any of these expectations which will make the total ensemble experience less valuable for the other members of the ensemble will result in a lower grade. Attendance at performances is essential. Missing one or more scheduled performances without an acceptable excuse will result in a grade of “F” for the course.
Attendance
Students are expected to attend all rehearsals and performances. . Because an ensemble cannot rehearse effectively with less than 100% of its members present, attendance is required at all rehearsals and coachings.  An unexcused absence or two tardies will result in the lowering of the grade by one letter, and each subsequent tardy or unexcused absence will successively lower the grade by one letter. If the non-offending members of the group fail to report a rehearsal absence or tardies to the coach, all members of the group will be penalized. If a student is too ill to attend a coaching, the ensemble coach must be notified in advance. Call the coach’s office and leave a voice-mail message (available 24 hours a day); e-mail is sometimes too late. Absences for non-emergency dental, doctor or other appointments are not excused. Work, family visits and vacations are also not excused. MUP 366/666 is a regular course: do not buy plane tickets or plan to leave early for the holidays if you have a rehearsal or coaching!!
Course Policies

Performance
Each ensemble will perform in the String and Piano Area Chamber Music Recital held during Reading Week. Ensembles demonstrating high quality of performance will be considered for performances off campus (alumni and fundraising events, recruiting, convocations, graduations, president’s receptions, etc.). Students are welcome and encouraged to schedule their ensemble on student recitals or other performance venues.
Other

Students are encouraged to suggest pieces they would like to study and/or perform and to share and discuss ideas during rehearsals and coachings.
