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Attached are proposed changes for NUR 427 Public Health Nursing and NUR 450C Advanced Applied Nursing.  When NUR 427 was first proposed, it was listed as 2 units of didactic content and 2 units of clinical experience.  With the recent increase in emphasis of bioterrorism and the need for an informed health care community to meet the challenges a bioterrorism attack could present, we believe that we need to increase content in this area.  Thus this proposed change increases the didactic content in this course to 3 units bringing it to a 5 unit course.

To accommodate this change, we are proposing to decrease the clinical hours in Nur 450C from 6 units ( 270 hours) to 5 units ( 225 hours).  NUR 450C is currently a 9 unit course.  This change will reduce it to an 8 unit course.    From our experience with this course, we believe that students will be able to complete the clinical objectives within this reduced time frame.   The course remains substantially the same; thus, this change should not affect its status as the Nursing Capstone course.

A proposal for an Academic Plan change is included.  However because the existing Academia Plan listed NUR 427 and NUR 450C as 13 units, the proposed changed does not affect the Academic Plan.
