PROPOSAL FOR ACCEPTANCE OF ACE MILITARY CREDITS
Recommendation:
The recommendation is to accept a maximum of 35 units of ACE Military Credits.
Justification:

The recommendation for the acceptance of a maximum of 35 units of ACE Military Credits is based upon the maximum number of electives a student can utilize in the pursuit of an undergraduate degree at Northern Arizona University.  This analysis includes the hours required for the major, minor and liberal studies components of the degree.
An analysis of the bachelor’s degrees offered at NAU indicates there are two degrees which require 35 hours in the major (French and German) and seven degree which require 36 hours in the major (Art History, Humanities, Philosophy, Religious Studies, Criminal Justice, Psychology and Sociology).  

In addition to the major, students must complete the liberal studies (35 units) and a minor (for non-extended programs which the above degree programs are) in order to receive a bachelor’s degree.  The minimum hours required for a minor is 18 units.  Therefore, if the units required for the major, minor and liberal studies are summed and the result subtracted from 120 units, the maximum number of elective units is determined.  For a 35 hour major the maximum elective units are 32; for a 36 hour major, the maximum electives units are 31.

In some instances academic units may substitute a certificate program for a minor.  The minimum number of units required for a certificate is 15 which results in the maximum elective units of 35.

Given the above analysis the recommendation of 35 units of ACE military credits to be accepted in transfer is made.  Granting 35 units of ACE military credit should not adversely affect the student’s ability to receive financial aid throughout the undergraduate career.
