Items 3 and 4 were approved, with 2 abstentions, as 
                 recommendations.
   1.  UC 101 be discontinued as a course and campus-wide requirement effective 2004 Fall 
                    semester. 

2.  The three credits in the Liberal Studies Program from the discontinued UC 101 be replaced      
        by any three or four unit approved Liberal Studies course.

               3.  The Liberal Studies Committee thoroughly review and assess the effectiveness of the  

                    educational goals and learning outcomes of the Liberal Studies curriculum beginning in the 
                    current, 2004 Spring, semester.

               4.  The Faculty Senate constitutes a broad-based Committee that would begin work in the 2004  
                    Fall semester to recommend a plan for restructuring the current Liberal Studies Program.  
                    We recommend to the Faculty Senate that the Committee include some members of the 
                    Liberal Studies Committee, the University Curriculum Committee and the faculty at large.  
                    The Committee would use Liberal Studies assessment and review data together with the 
                    recommendations of the Structure Subcommittee of the Liberal Studies Committee to begin 
                    its deliberations.  The Committee would report out its recommendations to the Liberal 
                    Studies Committee for consideration, which would then forward its recommendations to 
                    the University Curriculum Committee and the Faculty Senate for approval.
            D.  Election of Faculty to the Diversity Subcommittee
- A motion was passed that the committee is to be 
made up of full-time faculty members.  A second motion was passed that 1) voting would be by secret ballot, 2) 4 faculty members would be chosen, 3) Martin Sommerness and Ronald Pitt would count the votes, 4) absentee ballots would not be counted.
