The program faculty will review transcripts and syllabi to determine course equivalency, clinical experiences, and assure that all competencies are met.

4.  Probationary Admissions Policy 

Students who are invited to join the program after the interview process must continue to maintain a 2.75 GPA or better.  If, during the spring semester of admittance into the Program but before beginning the Program the following fall semester, the student’s GPA drops below the required 2.75, the student will begin the Program in the fall on Clinical Probation.  This will limit the hours of experience the student is allowed in their clinical setting.
