	25. Justification for new course, including unique features if applicable.  (Attach proposed syllabus in the approved university format; see next page for outline.) 

We are proposing to sever Bio 181 from its lab to reconcile scheduling difficulties.  This requires a course change for Bio 181 and a new course listing for Bio 181L.  Bio 181L has been taught separately since its inception and the grade has been integrated into the overall grade for Bio 181, worth 25% of the course.  Every semester we have students who do poorly in either the lecture or lab and want to take only that part over.  We allow it by giving them incompletes but Louis does not allow separate enrollment in each component of the course when it is time to make up the incomplete  so the bookkeeping and paper work have been substantial.  

Bio 181 and 181L are not linked at U of A or ASU.  This changewill  bring us in line with those institutions and facilitate transfer students being able to take the lab only if they did not already have it.  It will also allow out-of-state students who have had the lecture equivalent to take only the lab.

It will have several additional benefits.

1) Content in lecture and lab are intentionally complementary and not over-lapping.  Despite repeated announcements that lecture and lab are not meant to be closely coordinated but are separate courses, students always complain that the content is not the same.  This change should help disabuse students of that m misconception.

2) Since the course  grade was formerly based on 25% laboratory performance and 75% lecture performance, students had difficulty figuring out exactly where they stood in the course overall.  They were often not aware of their lab grade so could not project how they were truly doing overall.  This will simplify the grading.

3) Labs are taught and graded by TAs.  Lecture instructors often had to wait, sometimes until the last day of grade submission, for a TA to turn in their grades.  This created a mad scramble to get the grades entered into the computer, the overall grade calculated, and the report filed.  This created undue stress; remember that each section of Bio 181 lecture has ca. 200 students.
