Justification for proposal:

Name Change 

The proposed name change, from Weather and Climate I to Fundamentals of Weather and Climate better describes the content of the course as taught today. It also more clearly discriminates it from the following course, GGR 362, which will eventually be changed to Applications in Weather and Climate. Students tend to think that they must take both classes, believing they must take both courses to gain a full understanding of the fundamentals.

Credit Hour Increase
Because of the physical nature of the subject material, the two instructors of the course both currently teach the material with a hands-on laboratory. Both find that the material is very difficult to understand without this lab. However, students currently receive only 3 credit hours for the course, while investing as much time as they would in a lab science course. Many students have indicated as much on course evaluations.

Course Number Change
Also due to the physical nature of the subject material, the course is more appropriate for our majors at the senior level.
