Your NAU grade point average must be at least 2.5, and you must have a grade point average of 2.5 in all of your Health Promotion coursework, with no grade lower than a C, in order to earn this degree.

To make application to the Community Health Promotion program, you must:

· have completed 45 units of coursework

· have completed 15 units of liberal studies courses in the discipline studies with a minimum grade point average of 2.5

· have a grade of at least 3.0 in English foundations coursework (ENG 105 or equivalent)  (If you do not meet this requirement, you may take an approved writing course at the 200 level or higher to replace an English foundations course to achieve the 3.0 grade.)

· have completed HP 200 with a grade of 3.0 or better

· provide a written composition of at least 500 words adequately explaining why you want to acquire a degree in Community Health Education.

Community health promotion professionals are responsible for planning, implementing, and evaluating health promotion programs.  Successful completion of these tasks is dependent upon strong content knowledge and excellent written and oral communication skills.  Feedback from community health practitioners and internship supervisors indicates that students need to demonstrate good content knowledge and the ability to apply this content in oral and written communications in order to be successful in the health profession.  Students who wish to pass the Certified Health Education Specialist (CHES) national exam must demonstrate a high level of competency in nationally recognized areas of responsibility for health education.  Department faculty support the addition of a program application (based on the standards for the Teacher Education program) to properly prepare students for the national CHES exam and for success in the health profession.
