As you work through the program material for the 2005-2006 catalog, change the current Sociology BAILS by adding SOC 355W to the list of NAU junior writing requirement courses.  This fixes the problem.

Ron and Larry,

I have made a GRAVE error regarding the BAILS-Sociology program changes This mistake was pointed out to me during a faculty meeting yesterday, when I was reviewing the recent approved changes we made in our program. As indicated below, the intent was to BROADEN the junior level writing options for students enrolled in the BAILS program, NOT reduce them.

Basically, when I submitted the "Change of Program" request for the BAILS Sociology program, I listed SOC 355W as the ONLY junior level writing class now available for this program. This has had dramatic consequences for both our statewide and on-campus BAILS programs and was NOT the INTENT of the change. We wanted to ADD the course to the junior level writing courses already listed in the 04/05 catalog (SOC 319W , SOC 320W,  SOC 330W, and SOC 334W).

The current catalog (04/05) reads:
"one of SOC 319W, 320W, 330W, or 334W, each of which meets NAU's junior writing requirement (3 units)"


The approved change (05/06 catalog) will now read:
 "Soc 355W, which meets NAU's junior level writing requirement (3 units)"

The intention was to broaden the junior level writing options for students by changing the 04/05 catalog to read:
"one of SOC 319W, 320W, 330W, 334W, or 355W each of which meets NAU's junior writing requirement (3 units)"
As you see, the intention was to insert the SOC 355W as an additional option to the junior level courses in our BAILS program. What I DID was insert it and DELETE all the other options.  This deletion was correct for all our other major programs listed in the catalog, it was NOT correct with regards to the BAILS program offered on-campus and statewide.

In terms of rectifying all this and getting the catalog to read as INTENDED (one of SOC 319W, 320W, 330W, 334W, or 355W each of which meets NAU's junior writing requirement (3 units)), "How should I proceed?"

I could type out a new "Change of Program" form and resubmit to all the committees. The justification would read that I basically made a mistake in the "Change of Program" proposal I submitted for the BAILS program and I would like to add the SOC 355W class to the listings that were stated in the in the former (04/05) catalog. Since the current junior level writing courses  were removed (by the latest UCC action) from  the 05/06 catalog, "Will I now have to add them to the to the listing in the 06/07 catalog?"

OR "Is there an easier way to do this?" "Since all junior level writing classes have been approved and have been (or will be, SOC 355w in the 05/06 catalog) listed in a catalog as a junior level writing course, can this be viewed as a clerical error on my part?" "Can changes be made before the 05/06 catalog changes the BAILS junior level writing requirement to only SOC 355W?"

I am really sorry about this. I do not want the BAILS students to suffer for a mistake that I made. Any guidance you can give with regard to this matter would be GREATLY appreciated.
