Justification for proposal:

The GPA and English/Math grade requirements are being changed.  These requirements are for students in the “teacher education plan” (i.e. they are in a plan that leads to teacher certification).  This is the non-certification CTE degree so the GPA and English/Math certification requirements do not apply to teacher certification, thus changing from a grade of “B” to a grade of “C”.
The word “alternatively” is being replaced with the word “additionally” to accurately reflect that a student may apply both 35 hours of NOCTI credit and 18 hours of certified occupational experience to the major requirements of the degree.

The CTE course list is being modified to reflect courses that are offered online.  This academic plan is offered as a distance education degree and the required courses need to be offered online or have transfer equivalents.  CTE 355 (Computer Applications) and CTE 496 (Multimedia) will not be offered online and do not have transfer equivalents.  These courses are being replaced with CTE 292 (Laboratory Management) and CTE 431 (Presentation of Technical Materials).   Because it is important for the degree to have a computer application class, and the deletion of CTE 355 and CTE 496 affects this, a computer literacy requirement is being added.  Any computer literacy course (such as CIS 120/120L) will be required and may be transfer credit from a community college.  

CTE 408C is being replaced with a newly proposed course CTE 495C.  This class has been designed to meet the capstone needs of this degree.  CTE 408 is a pass/fail course.  The newly proposed course is a graded course which better fulfills the capstone ideal.

The above changes necessitate reducing the elective CTE credits to two (from five) in order for the units to total correctly.

Current faculty will be used.  Changes reflect planned course offerings.
