Justification for proposal:

The program required changes due to four factors.  
First, CTE 408 and 212 are being deleted.  Since these courses were tied to the FACS ED program, a change of program was required.  This program does not require 408 as a capstone as ECI 495C fulfills the capstone requirement.  

Second, changes at the Arizona Department of Education, Career and Technical Education, Family and Consumer Science division notified us that we needed a commercial foods lab class and an interior design class in order to maintain the requirements of the institutional recommendation for state certification.  
Third, Merchandising 232 is being replaced with MER135 for a better fit in the program.  MER 135 fulfills the requirements of the State Department of Education for Family and Consumer Science teaching certification.
Fourth, a commercial foods preparation class is now required by the Arizona Department of Education, Career and Technical Education division.  HA 243 fulfils that requirement

HRM made a minor curriculum change, dropping HA 242, Dining Room Service, and including it in HA 243. We also dropped the separate “L” designation for the HA 243 Lab, and incorporated it into HA 243, as well.
 
It short, we have bundled the 1 credit Dining Room Service and the 1 credit lab into HA 243, and have upped that course to 3 credits from 1. The net effect is neutral, 3 credits, to cover the same content.
