Justification for proposal:

Forest Health Focus:
We have been working towards a required “core” 200-level course for each Forestry focus area.  A new course, FOR 254, will serve this role for the Forest Health Focus.  The plan change lists FOR 254 as a requirement, along with FOR 454, a senior-level capstone course in forest health.  The remaining 6 hours are selected from the same list of courses as previously approved for this focus.
Forestry in the Wildland-Urban Interface Focus:

Living in or near undeveloped forestland is an attractive choice for many people.  These areas where human development meets or intermingles with undeveloped wildland are classified as the wildland-urban interface (WUI).  Managing such areas has become a complex challenge for resource managers due to the vast array of issues common to such areas, not the least of which is the threat of wildfire, an issue that has captured the attention of the public and land managers throughout the West.  In addition to applying traditional forestry knowledge, working in the WUI may require managers to work closely with the public, particularly landowners.  

The intent of this focus area is to provide forestry students with additional skills for working collaboratively with the public, particularly in the areas of fire risk reduction, ecological restoration, urban wildlife, and conservation.  Such additional skills and knowledge are a natural extension of our forestry program, given the prevalence of WUI issues here in the Southwest.  The coursework is designed to supplement knowledge gained in the professional forestry program and expand the proficiency of students specifically interested in a human dimension focus area.
Implementation of this focus area requires the creation of a new course, FOR 253, Forestry in the Wildland Urban Interface.  This course is designed to be taught at the sophomore level and will introduce students to the issues surrounding managing forests in the wildland-urban interface.
