	12. Justification for course change, including unique features if applicable.

Course renumbering

When this course was originally proposed and approved, it was numbered as an upper division course because it was co-convened with graduate class, FOR 580.  Thus the 300-level status was actually a compromise to keep the level as low as possible for lower-division students (since most co-convened pairs are 400- and 500-level).  However, FOR 580 and FOR 380 have not been co-convened for several years, and we don't intend to co-convene again, so this original rationale for the 300-level designation no longer applies. 

FOR 380 is a required course in the Forestry Ecological Restoration Focus Area and for students employed as undergraduate research assistants with the Ecological Restoration Institute (ERI).   Forestry students are encouraged to take a focus area class their sophomore year, and ERI students are encouraged to take a restoration course as a freshmen or sophomore to prepare for their summer field seasons as researchers.  There has been much concern within the Forestry faculty and ERI advisors about the delaying effect of having students wait to take the required classes. Having it renumbered affords an earlier opportunity in the student's career to take a required restoration course.  The Focus Area and ERI requirements would now include a 200-level class (Principles), a 300-level class (FOR 382, Applications), and a 400-level capstone class (the independent senior thesis or internship).  This would be a better balance for the program.

FOR 380 is also an approved Liberal Studies course in the Social and Political Worlds block and lower-division Liberal studies courses are considered in demand.

Grading basis

This course is primarily taken by these three groups:  

           *Forestry students who choose the Ecological Restoration focus area, 

           *ERI students, and

           *Students fulfilling the Science/Applied Science Social block.  

In all three cases, the course must be taken for a grade. Thus, we would like to delete the Pass/Fail grade option.
