There will be a maintained list that will cross reference with the Liberal Studies list at: www4.nau.edu/aio/Articulation/DiversityCourseList.htm.

Diversity is a University requirement for any student entering NAU in the 05-06 year or later, transfer students will have to complete the requirement as well.
