· Complete the following courses with a grade of C or better in each course: ENG 105, MAT 110 and 119, ACC 255 and 256, BA 201 and 205, CIS 120 and 120L, and ECO 284 and 285.   

· If you have a 2.75 grade point average in these courses and satisfactorily complete portfolio activities designated by the College of Business Administration, we guarantee your acceptance into our professional plan. If you average less than a 2.75 in these courses but have at least a 2.5 and have satisfactorily completed all designated portfolio activities, we admit you into the professional plan on a space-available basis according to the rank order of your grade point average in these courses.  

· If you are a business–preparation student and have completed all required courses with grades of C or higher but have a grade point average in those courses that’s below the acceptable grade point average for admission to the plan, you may repeat up to two of the required courses in which you earned a C to meet the minimum grade point average requirement. You may only repeat a required course in which you earned a grade of C one time.
