             A.  Diversity Subcommittee Update – An Outreach letter and forms went out the week of 9/20/04 to all 
                   faculty.  Effective Fall ’05 all undergraduate students will be required to take 3 hours of US Ethnic Culture 
 
and 3 hours of Non Western Culture to full the US and Ethnic Diversity Requirement.  The process and 
 
procedure has been established by the subcommittee.  New courses or courses that have been substantially 
 
changed to meet this requirement must first be approved by the UCC, then go to the Diversity 
 
subcommittee for review.  Existing courses will go directly to the Diversity subcommittee.  All course 
 
submissions, approved or denied, will be brought to the subcommittee will be brought to the UCC for final
 
approval.
             B.  Degree Audit Update – Eric Bradford – the reorganization went through well and over 10,000 lines were 
 
changed, the change is retroactive.  DA has finished the 2004-2005 catalog requirements and has finished 
 
18 graduate college plans.  Graduation checkout through DA is currently not required and is still a paper 
 
process, but it will be a requirement soon.  Please begin using the system and send your questions to DA

Between October 2003 and August 2004, 20,000 DA reports have been run, 18,000 of which were run by 
 
students.
