       This application is based upon the Report of the Review Team on the Arts Management Program, and consultation with members of the steering committee appointed in AY 05 to oversee the Program. 

We request that following a thorough program review, the Arts Management major be deleted. Although students have regard for the Arts Management Program as a whole, it is clear that we can no longer guarantee that the education and training that the Arts Management program provides graduates will be consistently of high quality.  We do not have appropriately qualified faculty trained in the areas that are most salient and integral to the field of Arts Management to ensure that the program is the best that it can be.  We conclude that the program is unfocussed, the Arts Management core courses are uneven in quality, and the internship experiences of students are generally unevenly supervised and structured. 

The review team recommended that major steps be taken if the decision were made to continue the major degree program. These include the thorough review and revision of the undergraduate curriculum to be undertaken by a dedicated Arts Management program committee, the recruitment and training of a senior faculty member; the appointment of a dean’s advisory committee on Arts Management, and the development of a plan for the internship program. 

The College currently has neither the resources nor the expertise with which to implement these recommendations. Accordingly, based upon the Review Team’s assessment of the Program, we wish to delete the Arts Management major. 

All declared Arts Management majors have been contacted in order to 

· Ensure that majors close to graduation receive appropriate advisement and support to complete their degree programs.

· Provide advisement and guidance to students early in their undergraduate careers to change programs to appropriate majors.

We have guaranteed that students who are currently declared majors and who have completed AM 210 will be afforded every opportunity to complete the degree requirements. Accordingly, we will ensure that AM majors can complete AM 308, AM 410, and AM 408.

Subject: Request to delete Arts Management Major
The Arts Management program was submitted for a comprehensive program review in the Spring semester of 2005. After careful study of the Report provided by the Review Team, and consultation with members of the steering committee appointed in AY 05 to oversee the program, I request that you approve my request to delete the degree plan with immediate effect.
Members of the Steering Committee and I concluded that despite the observation that students have some regard for the Arts Management Program, we have not been able to guarantee that the education and training that the Arts Management program provides graduates are at a level of excellence that compares well with other college programs and the college standard. The curriculum in general has been determined to be unfocussed, the Arts Management core courses have been uneven in quality, and the internship experiences of students have generally been unevenly supervised and structured. 

The team recommended that major steps would have to be taken if the decision were made to continue the major degree program. These included the thorough review and revision of the undergraduate curriculum to be undertaken by a dedicated Arts Management program committee, the recruitment and training of a senior faculty member, the appointment of a dean’s advisory committee on Arts Management, and the development of a plan for the internship program. 

The College currently has neither the resources nor the expertise with which to implement these recommendations. Thus based upon the Review Team’s assessment of the Program, I wish to inform you that I have decided that the Arts Management Program be closed, and seek approval for the courses in the major and the degree plan be deleted from the undergraduate catalogue.

Because we are committed to ensuring that all students who are currently declared Arts Management majors (have completed AM 210) are able to complete their programs in a timely manner, we guarantee that the core courses, AM 308 (practicum—1 credit hour), AM 408C capstone internship), and AM 410 (3 credit hour course) will be offered until Spring 2008. This means that we will offer AM 410 in Fall 2006 and in Fall 2007, and the practicum and internship courses each semester till May 2008.
We have contacted all declared Arts Management majors to assure them that they will continue to receive appropriate advisement and support to enable them to complete their degree programs. We are committed to providing students who are very early in their undergraduate careers with the advisement and guidance that would give them sufficient information to change their majors if desired.
