Assessment Plan Development Process    Members of the Music Curriculum Committee met to discuss Assessment  guidelines for undergraduate Music programs (Music Education, Music  Performance, B.A. in Music) and to formulate student learning outcomes and  measures based on current curricular and departmental goals.  The Curriculum  Committee reviewed the guidelines and brought their recommendations  forward for faculty response.  The Committee will work with faculty  recommendations on an on-going basis.  Regular reports of the undergraduate  Music Assessment Plan will be forwarded to the Liberal Studies and  Assessment office.

Results of the outcomes measures will be reviewed by the Music Division  Chair and the Music Curriculum Committee annually to evaluate the  effectiveness of student learning.  Results and recommendations will be  presented to the Music Division for approval. 

11.  Justification for proposal.  Please indicate how past assessments of student learning prompted proposed changes.
       The current Music Education course sequence – MUS 351, MUS 353W, MUS 455, and MUS 457 - does not provide sufficient time to include all content and experiences necessary to prepare future music educators capable of teaching music in grades K-12.  MUS 200 will be used as an introduction to music education practices in public school settings and allow for in depth study of general principles of music education in MUS 351, detailed study of elementary music education practices in MUS 353, detailed study of middle school education practices in MUS 455, and detailed study of senior high school education practices in MUS 457.  General principles of music education, such as philosophy, history, advocacy, classroom management, and student motivation strategies will now be addressed in MUS 351 rather than MUS 353W.  As a result MUS 351 will now serve as the junior level writing course rather than MUS 353.  This changes the MUS 351 course number to MUS 351W and increases the credit hours from two to three.  MUS 353W will change to MUS 353 and reflect a decrease in course hours from three to two.
