AN INTEGRATED APPROACH TO LEARNING AND TEACHING

Integrating music into a child’s daily classroom experiences helps to facilitate the following:

Children can be taught to perceive ideas that are related throughout their 


learning environment.  They will discover that fundamental musical 


concepts--such as unity through repetition, contrast, and balance--are 


inherent in many subject areas.

As children study music in relationship to history and social studies, they 
develop a clearer perspective of a particular period.

POLICY STATEMENTS

NAU Classroom Management Statement

Academic Contact Hour Policy

The Arizona Board of Regents Academic Contact Hour Policy (ABOR Handbook, 2-206, Academic Credit) states:  “an hour of work is the equivalent of 50 minutes of class time…at least 15 contact hours of recitation, lecture, discussion, testing or evaluation, seminar, or colloquium as wells as a minimum of 30 hours of student homework is required for each unit of credit.”

The reasonable interpretation of this policy is that for every credit hour, a student should expect, on average, to do a minimum of two additional hours of work each week; e.g., preparation, homework, and studying.
