COURSE DESCRIPTION and STUDENT OUTCOMES
This course investigates the factors relating to the teaching of music in the elementary school.  Students in this course will be introduced to and have the opportunity to practice methods, materials, and instructional procedures for teaching music in the elementary school.  This course is required for all K-12 music education majors.  The prerequisite for this course is MUS 351W.  In general, as a result of exploring the content of this course, students will:

become aware of the vast overall scope of the general music curriculum in the 
elementary school including models of music instruction with focus on types of 
objectives, samples of instructional strategies, and sample materials for 
instruction.

develop an interpretive framework for instruction based on principles from 
aesthetic and learning theories.

develop the ability to employ the National Standards for Music Education as a

MUS 353 - Teaching Methods II meets on Tuesday and Thursday from 8:00 a.m. - 9:15 a.m. in the Performing and Fine Arts Center, Room 135. GENERAL COURSE EXPECTATIONS

Attendance in class, participation in all activities, thoroughness in completion of assignments, and evidence of inquiry are expected as demonstration of the student’s professional commitment.

On all presentation days, a VHS videotape is required.  You will lose your presentation slot and grade for the assignment if you fail to have your tape.  If you cannot fulfill your assigned presentation time, you are required to find someone(s) to take your place, and you are to notify the primary professor of this change before class time.

Attendance

This is a required pre-professional music education course; therefore, attendance is mandatory.  The School of Music Attendance Policy requires that a student’s attendance record represent a portion of the semester grade in every music course.  Acceptable absences are medical emergencies (with a doctors note) or a death in the family.  You may miss two class periods without penalty (provided you are not scheduled to present that day); each further absence will lower your overall semester grade by one full letter grade (Institutionals are not counted).  Classes begin promptly at 8 a.m.  Late arrivals will be reflected in your pre-professional assessment.
COURSE ASSIGNMENTS

1.
Teaching Methods and the National Standards for Music Education

Students will demonstrate knowledge of selected methods of teaching music and the National Standards for Music Education through the completion of a project that requires them to determine how the methods may be used to address the standards.

2.
Written Examination

Students will complete one written examination designed to measure their understanding of course content.

3.
Lesson Plans

Students will demonstrate the ability to create lesson plans to help students develop musical concepts through the following musical avenues:  singing, listening, moving, playing, and creating.

4.
Micro-Teaching Episodes 1 and 2

These ten-minute lessons (including an accompanying lesson plans) should demonstrate, with specific music examples and materials, the student’s ability to incorporate musical avenue(s) to teach a musical concept(s) to the class.  Students will be asked to turn in a self-evaluation form describing the micro-teaching episodes one week after the teaching is completed.

5.
Practicum Experience


Students will observe and teach students in an elementary music classroom and maintain a log of observation and teaching experiences.  (Practicum Experience)

6.
Final Project

Students will demonstrate their ability to plan instruction by developing a series of lesson plans that help students develop musical concepts through the following musical avenues:  singing, listening, moving, playing, and creating.
7.
Notebook
Students will develop a notebook that is an organized, thoughtful, complete summary of the semester including all class materials, handouts, and class notes

8. Pre-Professional Behavior Assessment


Students will fill out your own copy of this assessment that we will compare and discuss with you.  This is the most important part of your development as a teacher, and one of the most valuable ways to improve yourself as you prepare for a career as a professional music educator.

METHODS OF ASSESSMENT
The final grade will be a letter grade derived from each student’s evaluated assignments.  All assignments are due on the day indicated in the daily outline of course activities or on the day the instructor indicates in class.  Late assignments will not be accepted.  Special situations will be considered, but must be discussed with the instructor at the time of their occurrence.

PRACTICUM EXPERIENCE REQUIREMENTS

The term “Practicum Experience” (PE) refers to school-based observation and teaching activities in connection with the elementary school music teacher preparation program.  PE provides a real-world laboratory for learning about teaching.

Practicum Experience involves an elementary school placement.  Prospective teachers should plan to spend ten hours in their public school placements.  Mentor teacher schedules will be available during the first week of classes and prospective teachers should plan to begin their practicum experience as soon as possible.

To successfully complete the Practicum Experience, prospective teachers will develop a practicum experience observation log and a teaching and administrative experiences portfolio.  Prospective teachers should strive to become an integral part of elementary music classrooms, working with students individually, in small groups, and as the class leader.  It is expected that prospective teachers will engage in as many teacher activities as possible and appropriate.  Possible activities may include:


•developing/refining/evaluating lesson plans


•working with individual students


•teaching one or more activities during a class period


•teaching all of the activities during a class period


•assessing individual and group learning during the class period


•preparing study guides, exams, or classroom demonstrations


•supervising class activities, exams, or special projects


•designing enrichment projects (e.g. utilizing technology)


•completing administrative tasks (reports, etc.)


•soliciting and receiving written and oral feedback from mentor teachers.

All prospective teachers must be prompt, courteous, well organized, and diligent in public school settings.
Content for Practicum Experience Observation Log
