11.  Justification for proposal.  Please indicate how past assessments of student learning prompted proposed changes.
            Students and potential students have long expressed interest in expanding the electronic media program, which has to this point emphasized only management and journalism, with an optional production focus. This plan change adds a writing and production track to a program that adds an entertainment emphasis.


The School of Communication’s mission includes preparing students for professions in the communications industries. There is today a revolution in entertainment viewing patterns and program development. There has never been more demand for original and creative programs. With new digital video technologies, people can shoot and edit feature films and television programs in their back yards, and the Internet provides distribution without any studio or network interface. A senior vice president for 20th Century Fox Television, is quoted as saying, “There’s a lot more room on TV for creators, and there’s a lot of space to fill.” In this academic plan change we will help prepare our students for the opportunities that are out there.

Regarding assessment, while the electronic media program renovated an assessment plan in 2004, in response to  feedback from the University Assessment Committee, no reports on the plan have been completed.  There has, though, been an electronic media capstone class, conducted with students from the management and journalism emphases and production focus. The capstone class exposed the weaknesses of the current program.  Students were often unable to work together and often failed to complete projects satisfactorily.   They were, in short, not prepared for the capstone experience.

             Two replacement searches have been approved and are underway. No additional space is needed.  The EM (proposed ENF) program conducts revenue-generating workshops and imposes lab fees to maintain and upgrade equipment.
