COURSE DESCRIPTION

Techniques of drafting and model building for the theatre design and technology student.  

STUDENT LEARNING EXPECTATIONS AND OUTCOMES


At the completion of this course the student will be expected:
· To define the terminology used in manual drafting and model building for the theatre.
· To achieve a beginning level competency in the use the common materials, tools and equipment used in manual drafting and model building for the theatre.
· To be acquainted with the general purpose as well as the advantages and disadvantages of using models as part of the theatrical production process. 

· To achieve a beginning level competency in performing the techniques and skills of model building in theatre design and technology including:

· The proper and safe use of tools, equipment and common materials use by the theatre model builder.

· The cutting, molding and manipulating common materials used in model building.

· The painting, finishing and displaying of models.
· To achieve a beginning level competency in performing the techniques and skills of manual drafting in theatre design and technology including:

· The proper use of drafting tools and equipment.

· The proper use of graphic symbols, line weights, line types, drawing style and layout.

· Drawing organization, notation and schedules. 
· To develop a student portfolio for personal and departmental assessment.
COURSE STRUCTURE/APPROACH
This is combination lecture and studio type course which requires in class participation and presentations and out of class project assignments.

· Drafting Project #3 – Elevations (50 points)

· On sheets of 24” X 36” drafting vellum draw a ½”= 1’-0” designer elevations of all walls, drops, wings or portals for the above give set ( a minimum of two drawings).

· Use USITT graphic standards for lettering, line types, line weights and graphic symbols.
·  All drawings must have a boarder and title block.
· Drafting Project #4 – Construction Drawings (50 points)

· On sheets of 24” X 36” drafting vellum draw appropriate construction drawings of platforms and other unique scenic units for the above give set (a minimum of two drawings).

· Use the appropriate scale (1/4”=1’0”, 1/2”=1’0”, 1”=1’0”, or  3”=1’0”) for the size of the objects being drawn. 

· Include at least one example of an orthographic projection and one example of an isometric or oblique drawing.

· Use USITT graphic standards for lettering, line types, line weights and graphic symbols.
·  All drawings must have a boarder and title block.
· Grading:

· Individual projects will be graded according to craftsmanship, accuracy, and creativity.
