Course Description:  

Study of the techniques and processes used in lighting and sound technology. 

Coarse Prerequisites: 
Admission to Theatre (BA) or Theatre (BS) or Theatre (BSEd) or Theatre Studies (BS) or Theatre Ed (Minor) or Theatre (Minor)
This course will explore, through theoretical classroom assignments and hands on practical application the process of preparation and execution of lighting and sound technology in the theatre environment. The student will learn about the various pieces of equipment and proper paperwork used in the production process as well as artistic collaborative process which precedes the application of technology. This will require students to understand how the design process works and how the artistic process is adapted to the reality of technology.     

Course Philosophy: 
Theatre is an art which is both intellectual and practical in its application.  Theatre is above all collaborative art form.  The more a participant understands about all aspects in the production of theatre as an art, the greater the potential for creative freedom.  All of the visual elements allow us to create and support the environment we see and experience on the stage.  We desire and strive to control the raw materials of theatre, the mechanisms and techniques of scenery, lighting and props so that they may form the basis of a toolbox from which we draw.

Course Objectives:  

The Student will…
1:  To define, comprehend, and use effectively the terms and vocabulary of theatrical world including technology and design. 

2:  Develop drafting, drawing, light and sound plots, magic sheets and any other paperwork required for the effective and proper application of sound and lighting technology. 

3:  Develop programming and board operation skills in each area, light and sound adapting and applying the conceptualization and design ideas /requirements in the lighting and sound areas.

4:  Develop their ability to research, explain and discuss technological limitations and applications so that they might assist the designers as they develop ideas in the formative stages of a design project.



5:  Develop their ability to present and defend their creative ideas.



6:  Develop their portfolio

Coarse Methods: 

Lectures- Class lectures will include descriptions, explanations, and demonstrations of tools and equipment, along with proper operating procedures for a scenic studio.


Projects- You will research and complete all projects.

Tests and quizzes- Announced and noted on the schedule.
