Course Description:  

Theory and practice of designing costumes for the stage. Pre-requisites: Admission to Theatre(BA) or Theatre(BS) or Theatre(BSEd) or Theatre(BSED) or Theatre Studies(BS) or Theatre Ed(MINOR) or Theatre(MINOR). 
This course will cover the elements of design, script and character analysis, conducting and presenting research, and the creation of character and costume plots and piece lists.  We will explore the production team collaborative process, and the development and presentation of a costume design for a theatrical production through both collage and swatched renderings.  This class is dependent on the student’s development of a basic understanding of theatrical design and their ability to discover, express, and defend their own artistic ideas. 

Student Learning Expectations and Outcomes:  

The Student will…

1:  Learn what constitutes design, theatrical design, and costume design


2:  Develop script reading and analysis skills


3:  Develop character analysis skills


4:  Learn to create character and costume plots

5:  Learn to recognize various elements of dress and how to conduct, present, and discuss research as part of the collaborative process

6:  Learn various methods utilized to present design ideas to a design team and production cast in the form of both collage and rendering

7:  Research, develop and present designs for two plays

Attendance:
