Bachelor of Science degree in Speech Communication, Organizational Communication emphasis, extended major.

This is a 2+2 degree program offered with  the Maricopa Community College system at Glendale Community College.  It is not offered on the Flagstaff campus.
To earn this degree, complete at least 120 units of coursework, which we describe in the sections that follow:

· at least 60 units of major requirements  

· elective courses, if needed, to reach an overall total of at least 120 units  

Be aware that some courses required for your degree may have prerequisites that you must also take. Check the courses in the appropriate subject. (You may be able to count these prerequisites toward your liberal studies or general elective credit.)  

 

Please note that you must complete NAU’s diversity requirements by taking two 3-unit courses, one in ethnic diversity and one in global awareness. These courses may be used to meet other requirements within your academic plan if you choose them carefully. Click here for a list of the available diversity courses.

 

Also be aware that NAU requires that at least 30 units of the courses you take for your degree must be upper-division courses (those numbered 300 and above).

· You must receive a grade of C or better in all major courses.  

· at least 21 of the 42 units of major requirements must be at the 300 level or higher.  

Normally, you must take at least 21 of your major units at NAU. Any exceptions to this requirement must be approved by a speech communication advisor.

Major Requirements  

Complete 60 units for this major, including the following 12 units that are common to all emphases:  

· 6-unit communication core:  COM 101  and COM 200  

· SC 300W, which meets NAU’s junior writing requirement (3 units)  

· SC 498C, which meets NAU’s senior capstone requirement (3 units)  

 

All majors must earn the grade of "C" or better in COM 101, COM 200, their freshman composition required course and their foundation mathematics course.

Organizational Communication Emphasis, Extended Major:

  
This emphasis concentrates on communication processes and problem-solving relevant to group and organizational contexts. For this emphasis, you complete the following 48 units:  

· the 12-unit speech communication core: SC 111, SC 201, SC 271, and SC 311

· SC 312

· SC  472 and SC 477   

· 15 units from the following:

SC 217, SC 321, SC 323, SC 351, SC 361, SC 365, SC 408 (up to 6 units), SC 424, SC 460, SC 465, and SC 475. 

Students must select 12 hours of approved electives in consultation with an academic advisor.

Students may transfer a maximum of 21 units of Community College Courses in place of NAU Speech Communication courses.

The Arizona Board of Regents approved  the development  2+2 degree partnership programs for degree delivery to place-bound students in the state of Arizona.   Glendale Community College requested that the Speech Communication faculty at NAU develop a 2+2 partnership for students who complete the AA degree at GCC with an emphasis in Organizational Communication.  The faculty at GCC and NAU prepared an extended BS degree in Speech Communication that utilizes a variety of sources to deliver a degree program on the GCC campus.  The program will target place-bound students in Glendale who are seeking a bachelor’s degree and are unable to use existing degree programs in the Phoenix metropolitan area.   

12.  If this academic plan/subplan will require additional faculty, space, or equipment, how will these requirements 
        be satisfied?

The degree program requires a full-time faculty member to be on-site at GCC to instruct and advise students and coordinate program requirements with GCC.  Distance Learning Services has approved funding for a full-time faculty appointment at GCC and GCC has available office space.  Mountain Campus faculty will continue to deliver selected online course offerings to complement on-site instruction at GCC.  The on-site NAU faculty member will also provide instruction that will benefit other NAU programs including BAILs and BAS programs, the Public Agency Service program, and the MA in Applied Communication.
