This document was originally submitted on April 13, 2004 by the College of Engineering and Technology (CET) Curriculum Committee.  It did not, at that time, include the CENE courses.  
Apparently, the CET proposed requisite changes to PeopleSoft did not happen as this past summer’s enrollment experiences showed.  Almost every student who tried to enroll in any of the classes listed below was restricted from enrollment simply because of the requisite wording.  
This revised document represents the engineering programs second formal attempt to clarify these requisite issues.  Its purpose is to eliminate the current process of giving a manual override to every qualified student who wishes to take an engineering or construction management course with requisite.  This revised document contains the CENE courses missing from the April document and a change to EE 188.
