Justification for proposal:

For the past three years, the Educational Specialties Program, in collaboration with the Institute for Human Development, has received funding from the Arizona Department of Education to offer a certification program in the area of early childhood special education.  There is a need throughout the state for educators who are certified to work with young children (ages 3-5) with disabilities (i.e., possess certification in early childhood special education).  Some students choose this career path while pursuing their undergraduate degree in education.  However, NAU does not offer an undergraduate option for these students, meaning that they must wait until after completing the dual major program (elementary education and cross-categorical special education certifications) before pursuing certification in early childhood special education.  This typically requires students to add 17 credits to their program.  The proposed new program would give undergraduates the option of a dual major certification program in elementary education and early childhood special education certifications.  

For the proposed program, students will complete all the same courses as in the current dual certification program, with the following substitutions: in place of ESE 426 (Secondary Special Education), students will take ESE 436 (Foundations in Early Childhood Special Education); and in place of ESE 450 (Methods of Special Education – Cross Categorical) students will take ESE 456 (Methods of Early Childhood Special Education). Students will also take ESE 416 (Foundations of Child Development for the Exceptional Child). Students will take one additional ESE 308 in early childhood special education; and students will complete their special education student teaching (ESE 491) in early childhood special education.  

The proposed program of study meets the requirements of the Arizona Department of Education for certification in early childhood special education, which requires 45 hours in education-related courses, including courses that focus on specific content, and 8 hours of field work or practicum.  

If this academic plan will require additional faculty, space, or equipment, how will these requirements be satisfied?

No additional faculty, space, or equipment is needed, since this program has already been an elective part of the Educational Specialties Program.  However, if the program of study begins to enroll a significant higher number of students, there is a possibility that a new faculty line would be needed.  At this time, we do not anticipate that this will be necessary.
