NAU currently prepares students for teacher certification in Cross-Categorical-High Incidence Disabilities. Courses in Early Childhood Special Education have been offered for a number of years and some students have expressed interest in pursuing a career in early childhood special education. While we have a master’s degree in early childhood special education, we do not currently have a formalized program at the undergraduate level. A Program of Studies for an undergraduate program includes this course because the Arizona Department of Education requires teachers certified in Early Childhood Special Education to have training in child development (see below). At the present time they are not required to take a course in child development so this course is proposed to meet that requirement. A graduate level course was recently approved, but cannot be used in the undergraduate program. It was recommended (Dr. Pitt, personal communication) that a 400-level version of the course be developed and be co-convened. 

The purpose of this course is to provide students with a developmental framework for understanding typical developmental patterns, influences on the developmental process and how that process varies for children with disabilities.
