11.  Justification for proposal.  Please indicate how past assessments of student learning prompted proposed changes.
       The Economics Area is proposing these changes for five reasons.  The changes are driven in part by previous assessment of student learning, but the changes are largely an effort to make this degree more student-friendly in terms of their ability to complete program requirements and also an effort to make the program more attractive as a major by revamping the Social Emphasis and renaming it the Pre-Law Emphasis.

(1) The reduction in the number of Economics Elective hours (reduce by 3 hours) will allow students greater flexibility in choice of electives within the Economics Component of the Plan.  At present, some of our electives are only offered once each 4 semesters.  If a student does not enroll in these classes at the time they are offered, they may never get a chance to enroll.  This, combined with the limited number of elective courses we do offer, sometimes means students cannot find enough courses to fulfill this requirement.

(2) The second change would replace the Social Emphasis with a Pre-Law Emphasis.  This Emphasis will be targeted more directly to the student interested in Law and should provide a better focus for students interested in pursuing this option.  Marsha Yowell, NAU’s Pre-Law advisor concurs.

(3) ECO 425 (Economic Development of the Reservation) was added to list of Economics Electives courses.  This is done to correct an apparent oversight in the past as this course has always been considered as one of the elective options and may have just been omitted from catalog copy.

(4) GGR 370W (Cultural Geography) and PL 402W (Environmental Impact Statements) are already on the list of courses these students may take under the Emphasis portion of this degree.  Since these are writing intensive courses, we feel they should also be available as options along with ENG 302W to fulfill the Junior Level Writing requirement.
(5) The elimination of four courses from the International Emphasis (BA 380, FIN 480, MGT 405, MKT 480) is proposed since these classes require prerequisites that are not often taken by the SBS Economics students and they are then not eligible for enrollment in these classes unless they have obtained CBA major status.

Due to the small number of students enrolled in this program, no major impacts are expected.  While existing courses across campus are added to the list of “electives” that students may select, no new “required” courses have been added to the program.  Therefore, the overall number of students selecting any particular course under the new Emphasis is not expected to exceed 1 or 2 students per semester.  Letters are attached where appropriate.
