Plan Options

As an elementary education major, you may participate in one of three basic plan options, as described in the following paragraphs.

School-Based Programs

You complete your professional courses, which encompass all required major courses and several electives, over two terms. You spend several hours most days working with children in public school classrooms under the supervision of cooperating teachers and NAU faculty members.

Cohort Programs

You complete your professional courses over three terms, taking 9 units of education coursework on campus each term. You also usually take 6 units of liberal studies courses or electives each term. In addition, you work with children in public school classrooms each term under the supervision of cooperating teachers and NAU faculty members.

Traditional Plan

We offer the professional courses on campus in a flexible scheduling format within a recommended sequence. You can complete this plan in two terms, during which you do at least 45 units of work with children in public school classrooms.

11.  Justification for proposal:

       BME 331W and BME 430 have both been approved by the Arizona State Department of Education as meeting the newly mandated Structured English Immersion Instruction course work required for all teacher certification. Students can choose to take either course to meet certification requirements, however, BME 331W has also been approved as a meeting NAU’s junior level writing requirement.  

BME and ESL certification requires a specific student teaching placement in diverse classrooms that have ESL students and the ECI 493 need to be designated as a capstone by the addition of the letter C. The early childhood content emphasis of 18 hours is being replaced by the Early Childhood Certificate which will enable Elementary Education majors to be endorsed and certified to teach preK-8th grade.
