Course Description
 
            The Senior Seminar is a capstone course for Parks and Recreation Management majors and provides for the culminating work in the program. The course focuses on 5 essential program areas:  (1) preparing the parks and recreation student for their internship and for the transfer from the university environment to the professional environment, (2) assessing and refining student development related to identified program transferable skills, (3) completing and reflecting upon the student’s learning portfolio, (4) continuing professional growth through professional presentation, and (5) independent student research focused on the core concepts of parks and recreation and the student’s emphasis area.  The coursework for PRM 450 C:  Senior Seminar, demonstrates competency in 4 essential University skills:  critical thinking, the use of technology, effective oral communication, and effective written communication.
The course will include on-line lectures, self-assessment exercises, review of the PRM Learning Portfolio and Liberal Studies curriculum, writing and presenting a professional research paper, and preparing for the PRM 408 Internship.

Resume, Cover Letter, and List of References Assignment 
 
It is expected that this assignment will be completed in a professional manner, neatly developed and submitted on time. Your grade for this assignment will be based on Content, Format/Style, Completeness, and Professional Appearance.
1.      Prepare a one page resume describing your education, work experience and job related skills using the information provided in the on-line lesson.   
2.      Prepare a one-page letter to accompany your resume that is in response to the mock job interview, which you have scheduled. (SEE MOCK INTERVIEW ASSIGNMENT)
3.      Identify 3 references and prepare a one-page list of references to accompany your resume and cover letter using the format discussed in the on-line lesson.
4.      Resume, cover letter, and list of references should be submitted as a MS word.doc attachment into our class Assignment Submission box.
 

Mock Interview Assignment   
 

For this assignment you are required to contact a Recreation/Leisure Services Professional in your community to arrange a Mock Interview for a position under that person’s supervision.  You must ask them if they would be willing to conduct a “Mock Interview” keeping it as real as possible in order to facilitate the learning process for you.  At the completion of the interview, the interviewer will then discuss with you the good as well as the bad points of the interview and ideally share with you some tips on what they as a “Professional” in the field would be looking for in a real interview.  The interviewer will be required to complete and return an evaluation form to the instructor for verification. You are also required to complete a self-evaluation and submit it as a MS word.doc attachment into our class Assignment Submission box.
  To summarize, your responsibilities for this assignment are:
 
1.      Contact a Recreation/Leisure Services Professional in your community and make arrangements for a Mock Interview.
2.      Once you have made these arrangements, please provide the instructor with the Name, Title, phone number and e-mail address for this person via WebVista e-mail box.
3.      Make any desired changes to your resume/references in preparation for the mock interview and take a copy with you to the interview.
4.      Arrive promptly for the mock interview session at the pre-arranged time, dressed in a professional manner as if you were participating in an actual interview.  
5.      Grading will be based on your participation in the mock interview, the interviewer‘s evaluation, and turning in a self-evaluation form at the end of the mock interview.  
 

Emphasis Area Research Paper Topic, Question and Outline Assignment
 
TOPIC:  The FIRST STEP in the development of your Research Paper/Presentation is to identify the TOPIC OF STUDY for your paper.  For most students this will be based on your emphasis area:  community recreation, commercial recreation, outdoor education, outdoor leadership, wild land recreation management, NAU minor, or an individualized program of study.  (This step should be relatively easy!)  Topics of study are very broad and include the potential for many different, specific research questions.  Topic examples:
1.      Community – fees, facility and activity standards, liability, constant innovation, personnel management, inclusion, etc. 
2.      Commercial – marketing, eco-tourism, technology, pricing, etc.
3.      Outdoor Education/Leadership – minimum impact, liability, diversity, permits, outdoor education techniques, programming for outdoor education, interpretation, etc.
4.      Wildland Recreation – carrying capacity, wilderness, agencies, law enforcement, fire, ecosystem restoration, human impacts, etc.
 
QUESTION:  The SECOND STEP in the development of your Research Paper is to identify A RESEARCH QUESTION within your topic of study.  Research questions are very focused and specific.  Research questions should also have the scope and depth suitable for senior level study and research (this is a big step – not so easy!)  Research questions should be focused on your topic of study but have LIMITS identified for the who, what, when, where part of the research question.  These “limits” will help you identify the “current application” section of your research paper.  Research Question Examples:
        How fees impact the participation of children between the ages of 6-12 in municipal based recreation programs in Flagstaff, Arizona.
        The impact of civil liability on the provision of skateboarding in the Southwest.

        Resort marketing techniques that increase revenue in the State of Utah.
        The implications of technology in applying the principles of Leave No Trace in southwest desert environments.
        How experiential education improves retention in elementary aged children: a case study in Prescott, AZ.
        Physical recreation impacts related to climbing in southwest environments.
        A study of the motivations and benefits of outdoor adventure recreation in PRM 331 and PRM 431 students.
        A comparison of SAR activities and training in Acadia NP and Yosemite NP.
        The effectiveness of the P-SAR program after 3 years in Grand Canyon NP.
 

OUTLINE:  The THIRD STEP in the development of your Research Paper is to develop an Outline of the contents of your research paper.  Your outline should contain the following subtitles:
        Introduction
        Literature
        Current Application
        Future Issues or Concerns
There should be 3-5 specific entries under each of the subtitles.
This assignment should be submitted directly into our class Assignment Submission box.

        References (all reference citations should follow the APA style manual).

        Organization of the paper: outline, transitions, and logical paper flow.
        Readability (appropriate grammar and spelling)
        Research Question (appropriate, specific, good scope and depth, well stated in the paper and analyzed within the paper)

        Literature Review (background, history, what does the literature tell you.
        Current Application (1-2 SPECIFIC AND DETAILED site applications).
        Future Issues or Concerns (open to your creativity, at least 3 items related to the future issues/concerns/research of the question).
