Ron,

We found a glitch in our catalog descriptions, this time in the exclusion of credit in some courses.  The following is the course description for BIO 181R:

BIO 181R UNITY OF LIFE I RECITATION      (1)

Optional recitation section covering problem-solving techniques in biology. Not available for credit in the major. Pass-fail only. Corequisite: BIO 181 or BIO 181H

The phrase: "Not available for credit in the major. " is included in our recitation course descriptions, as well as BIO 100 and 100L. For BIO 310, the phrase is included: "Not available for credit in the major or minor."  The intent was to preclude credit in the major or minor for all these courses, but whoever submitted them left the mention of "minor" out.   We're justified in excluding credit towards a major by the catalog wording.  I think we have to give credit towards a minor, however, until we can change the catalog wording to add "or minor".

My question:  Does the addition of these words "or minor" to the course descriptions of BIO 100, 100L, 181R, and 182R  constitute a course change, or can we request the catalog wording be changed to reflect the original intent without a full curriculum review?
