Course Syllabus – Approved Format

Course description:

This introductory workshop in creative nonfiction is designed for undergraduate students who are interested in learning how to write effective personal narratives for a general audience.  

We will explore the rich and varied genre of creative nonfiction.  Based upon the assumption that nonfiction is, like fiction, a product of the author’s imagination, creative nonfiction invites its practitioners to write about their subjects in ways which are lively, engaging, and original.

Course objectives:
To learn the basics of narrative nonfiction technique
To understand the connections between narrative technique and nonfiction writing

To gain mastery in the writing of the personal essay and other forms of creative nonfiction

  (memoir, subjective criticism)

To explore the history and traditions of the personal essay and other forms of creative nonfiction

To understand the function of subjectivity in the personal narrative

To develop the writer’s individual “voice”

REQUIREMENTS

20 pages of original creative nonfiction (memoir, personal essay, subjective criticism), 

workshopped and revised.

ESSAY FORMAT

Please follow the standard format for manuscript submissions: typewritten, double-spaced, 8.5 x 11" paper, 1" margins all around, page numbers on each page (but not on page one), name and course number in upper lefthand corner of page one, title centered in caps about 1/3 of the way down on page 1, text begins on page one.  No title pages, please.  Double-sided copies OK.  Length guidelines: You may submit up to 15 pages per workshop story.  However, if the total page count of your workshop submissions fall short of the 20 pages required for the course, you must submit additional work (revised in consultation with the instructor) in order to meet the requirement.
PROCEDURE

Your essay is due in class on the week before it is scheduled to be discussed.  Please bring 20 clean, legible, error-free copies of your essay to class on the due date.  Essays will not be accepted late. Failure to turn your work in on the appointed day and/or being absent on the day your essay is scheduled to be discussed will result in a reduction of your final grade by one full letter grade.  These penalties are cumulative.
WORKSHOP RESPONSES

For each workshopped piece, you are to prepare a typed response of approximately 350 words. In your response, you will generously and sincerely praise those things which succeed in the piece and honestly and sympathetically point out those things which do not succeed and provide specific suggestions for revision. You will also liberally annotate your copy of the text under discussion.  In your annotations you should strive to reconstruct for the author your reactions to the text as you moved through it.

Workshop responses are due on the day the essay is discussed.  They will not be accepted late.
AUTHOR

Given the assumption that we're presenting the/a "truth" in our essays, the author is welcome to participate in the workshop discussion, particularly in order to share with the class his/her process of constructing the truth or the self that we encounter on the page.  This is not meant to give the author an opportunity to explain or defend the work (this is frowned upon) but is rather intended to give the class a closer look into the author's method of selection and shaping.  Sometimes the stuff that's left out, the stuff that makes us anxious, confused, frightened is the best stuff.  Authors are encouraged to tell more of the "story" if they feel it's appropriate.  (Warning:  Instructor reserves the right to impose the gag rule if the author attempts to control the discussion.)

PRESENTATIONS

Each week, two of you will present and lead discussion on an essay of your choice from The Art of the Personal Essay.  (You will give the class your reading assignment at least one week before your presentation date.) You should be prepared to "teach" the essay in terms of what it adds to your understanding of the form and what strategies it suggests to practitioners of the form.  You should come equipped with discussion questions to pose to the class.  You may also present pertinent background information about the author and/or the content of the essay. Ask more questions than you answer.  Showmanship and lively presentations are encouraged.

Presenters must turn in their list of discussion questions in order to be graded for the presentation.  Presenters do not have to write a response to the essay they assigned.

READING RESPONSES

You will write a brief response to the essay under discussion (approx. 200-300 words), approaching it in much the same way that you approach a piece submitted to the workshop: What are its strengths?  Where does it falter?  What does it make you think about in terms of crafting an essay?  What technical issues does it raise?  Where else could it go? Was it credible?  Read as a writer rather than as a critic—look at how the piece works rather than what it means.  
Reading responses are due on the day the essay is discussed.  They may be e-mailed to the instructor or submitted in hard copy.  They will not be accepted later than midnight on the day the essay is discussed.

ATTENDANCE

DISCLAIMER

The author's first obligation is reporting the truth as he or she sees it.  The author's truth may not be consistent with the reader's truth.  In some cases, the reader may be offended by the author's truth.  Any offense taken by the reader is not useful material for a workshop discussion and is not germane to the merits or lack thereof of the text in question.  In short, if you are easily offended by glimpses into worlds which are not your own, this may not be the course for you.

Institutional Review Board

Any study involving observation of or interaction with human subjects that originates at NAU—including a course project, report, or research paper—must be reviewed and approved by the Institutional Review Board (IRB) for the protection of human subjects in research and research-related activities.

The IRB meets monthly.  Proposals must be submitted for review at least fifteen working days before the monthly meeting.  You should consult with your course instructor early in the course to ascertain if your project needs to be reviewed by the IRB and/or to secure information or appropriate forms and procedures for the IRB review.  Your instructor and department chair or college dean must sign the application for approval by the IRB.  The IRB categorizes projects into three levels depending on the nature of the project:  exempt from further review, expedited review, or full board review.  If the IRB certifies that a project is exempt from further review, you need not resubmit the project for continuing IRB review as long as there are no modifications in the exempted procedures.

Academic Integrity

The university takes an extremely serious view of violations of academic integrity. Academic Contact Hour Policy

The Arizona Board of Regents Academic Contact Hour Policy (ABOR Handbook, 2-206, Academic Credit) states:  “an hour of work is the equivalent of 50 minutes of class time…at least 15 contact hours of recitation, lecture, discussion, testing or evaluation, seminar, or colloquium as well as a minimum of 30 hours of student homework is required for each unit of credit.”

The reasonable interpretation of this policy is that for every credit hour, a student should expect, on average, to do a minimum of two additional hours of work per week; e.g., preparation, homework, studying.
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
