Addendum:  Additional (renewed) letters of Support for Revised BSACS degree

I'm sorry for the dramatic subject line, but UCC has (at the last minute!) put me on the spot here, so I'm scrambling.

Over the last year, I've been preparing a new degree program entitled "B.S. in Applied

Computer Science" for our department, and --- as unlikely as it may

sound --- I need your support for the new program.   You

may know that I've long been a vocal advocate for

internationalizing engineering education, i.e., broadening the

perspective of our most technical majors to help them succeed in an

increasingly multicultural, global workplace.  Well, I'm finally

putting my money where my mouth is: the new degree program has an

"International Awareness" block built in --- essentially a

restriction on the liberal studies students have to take anyway,

directing them towards coursework with "international

orientation".  Which could mean internationally oriented courses in

Humanities, Political Science, Geography, and so on.  They are also

required to complete four semesters of foreign language study.

Because this "International Awareness block" requires hand-picked (named) courses, UCC policy states that I must include a

letter from the chairs of the relevant departments stating that the

courses in question can accommodate the students.  I anticipate any

influx that you see to be literally negligible --- perhaps one student a term,

at most, given that students can select among many courses.

Nonetheless, I need a brief email from each of you stating that

these few students would be welcome in your courses, provided they

have the required prereqs (and we've primarily chosen courses that

don't have any).

To save you searching through the attached Program Proposal, the International Awareness block requirement states:
