A.   Students with Disabilities Statement – Wording Change – Item approved with wording change:  The second sentence will read:  “In order for your individual needs to be met, you are required to provide DSS with disability related documentation and are encouraged to provide it at least eight weeks prior to the time you wish to receive accommodations.”

B. COLLEGE OF HEALTH PROFESSIONS – all items were unanimously approved with the following changes:  Item 13 has a change to the description, to include at the beginning “Continuation of NUR 426…” and Item 14 will have an additional statement regarding prerequisites- “There are prerequisites to some nursing courses that may not be listed, but must be fullfilled…”  Also, Nursing did not make it a requirement for the Accelerated Nursing degree to have to fulfill the Junior Level Writing Requirement.

C.  Policy on identifying Univeristy Policy Statements on syllabus. –Approved with a vote of 10 approved, 2 opposed, and 1 obstention.  All 100 and 200 level courses are recommended to provide a hard copy of the University Policy Statement and ENG 105 and UC 101 will be required to provide hard copies of the University Policy Statements to all students. All 300, 400 and above level courses will have the option of providing a hard copy of the statements or referencing them on the syllabus to the website:  http://jan.ucc.nau.edu/academicadmin/plcystmt.html
III. 
DISCUSSION ITEM

A.  Creation of a "University Course" course prefix for use by any academic unit on campus.  The prefix would be different than the current "University Course Lines" in that the "UC" designator would appear on a student's transcript.  Approval of "UC" course with University Course line numbers would NOT need UCC approval; other course numbers would.   Credit for enrollment in these new UC courses would be distributed back to the originating academic unit.

· This would create another option, not a replacement, for departments, and the decision would be made at the department level.

· Potential for growth and spread of courses, would there grow to be a need for an “Administrator” for these courses?  Where would FTE go?

· This would create an option for BAILS and others to get internships at the non-senior level.

B. Classroom management statement in regard to Web Courses:  Discussion regarding releasing student information on web courses was brought up because faculty need to know how to deal with inappropriate email behavior.  At the University level upon admission, students have the option to not have any of their information released, however, if a web course requires your email address be available for use during the session of the class, then the student is not protected by the University non-disclosure.  The classroom management statement will be distributed at he 11/20/01 meeting.
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
