DISCUSSION ITEMS

A. Provost Haeger to address committee re: Prop. 301 monies – University is looking to receive between $7 and $10 million dollars for enhancements to research efforts and programming.  These are highly targeting monies and ABOR has outlined the key Arizona points:  BioScience, BioTechnology, Information Science, and Information Technology.  NAU alone is allowed to submit a proposal for Environmental Science and Environmental Engineering.

B. Liberal Studies Update – Due to the timeline schedule laid out by the UCC for submission of material by the colleges, there will be some colleges who will miss the Fall schedule deadline.  Arts and Sciences are going to add new courses to the Fall schedule prior to going to UCC and, in the event a course is not approved, the class will be cancelled in the fall.


Liberal Studies is currently approving courses prior to UCC approval.  Starting Fall ’01,UCC will review courses before liberal studies. 
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
