DISCUSSION ITEM

A.  Plan and Subplan Definitions – Definitions of NAU terms used to describe academic programs were presented (and are attached).  The definitions listed under the heading "Subplans" are newly proposed definitions; those listed under "Plans" are already in use and are presented as background information only. There will be further distribution and discussion with Deans, Chairs and College Curriculum Committee Chairs, and then the University Curriculum Committee will vote on the two new subplan definitions.  A standard set of definitions across  the university for these terms will create consistency in defining and explaining student programs.
B.  Role of Processing Technology in Curriculum Structure – the new administrative system technology is allowing the university to look at the curriculum and review it to ensure it meets educational goals and student and faculty needs.
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
