The Arizona Public Service-Yuma Jaycees’ Foundation Scholarship, established in 1999, provides financial 
assistance to worthy students attending Arizona Western College or Northern Arizona University at the Yuma 
campus.  
 

Scholarship Requirements and Guidelines 
 Applicants/Recipients must: 

• be residents of Yuma or La Paz County 
• be planning to enroll with Arizona Western College or Northern Arizona University-Yuma for the 

2009-2010 academic year for a minimum of six credit hours per semester 
• be an undergraduate or graduate student 
• have a cumulative grade point of average of 2.5 through the fall semester of the current academic 

year 
• Recipients are required to attend the Silver Spur Rodeo for scholarship presentation. 

 
The scholarship: 
• is an academic scholarship in the amount of $500.00  
• requires that the recipient complete at least six credit hours per semester with AWC or NAU 
• will be sent to the school to be applied to tuition, books, and/or on-campus housing on behalf of the 

recipient.  There will be no cash disbursement to the student. 
• is not automatically renewed (the applicant must reapply each academic year) 

 
Instructions for Application 

1. Complete the application, sign and date. 
 
2. Write a personal statement describing your educational and career goals, personal accomplishments and 

extracurricular activities, and an explanation of why you want or need a scholarship. 
 
3. Obtain college transcripts (or high school transcript if entering as a freshman for fall 2009).  Continuing 

college students attach a copy of your transcript for each college previously attended or currently 
attending that includes the Fall 2008 grades.  Unofficial copies are acceptable.
