Be a resident of Yuma County
Be planning to enroll for at least 6 credits per semester at NAU-Yuma for 2009-2010
Have this scholarship application submitted by March 20, 2009
Attend the Yuma County Education Foundation’s Teacher of the Year banquet to accept
the scholarship

The scholarship:

. is a one-year academic scholarship

. requires that the recipient establish and maintain at least a 2.5 cumulative GPA in order to be
considered for renewal of the scholarship for the spring semester of the school year

. requires that the recipient complete at least 6 hours per semester with NAU

° is not automatically renewed (the recipient must reapply each academic year).
